To make my case easier to understand, I would like to share these additional points about the medical system that I have learned from my daughter’s case:

1. Medical tests, themselves—such as photos of the brain in an MRI—are completely objective. On the other hand, the medical test reports, which are written by doctors, are totally subjective. Thus, falsifying diagnostic test reports is straightforward as long as other doctors protect the falsifications.

2. One of the most common patient assumptions is that doctors are good, honest people who never lie. Thus, when a problem arises with the medical system, the public believes that it is due either to doctor incompetence, or, if clearly intentional, to “one bad apple.” In truth, there is nothing solid on which to base one’s beliefs that “doctors never lie.” Patients just assume that they don’t, blindly trusting their doctors. In the medical field, however, lying to patients is so routine that doctors have a euphemism for it: “benevolent deception.” A quick review of the medical literature will show that, behind closed doors, doctors have been discussing the ethics of lying to their patients for decades.
3. One of the most powerful erroneous beliefs is that disease is “hard to diagnose,” and only through advanced medical testing can one identify the cause of illness. This is the explanation that doctors generally tell patients. But if one were to read the medical school textbooks one would quickly see that a patient’s symptoms almost always provides an accurate diagnosis, especially with the brain where each region of the brain creates very specific symptoms when injured. A medical student is required to memorize these symptoms, and to know—immediately and intuitively—what regions of the brain are associated with them. The moment my daughter Shyloh Sturm was seen by a doctor, her symptoms revealed what regions of the brain were injured, how serious those injuries were, and the likely cause. In Shyloh’s case, lesions (tumors) in the posterior fossa (bottom back of the skull) were the only possible cause of her symptoms. No MRI or diagnostic test was needed to know this.
4. It should be emphasized that diseases like cancer, stroke, epilepsy, and cerebral palsy are easily treatable with cannabis and hemp. The medical system would like us to believe that disease is hard to treat but this is untrue. Diseases that are considered untreatable today were easily and routinely treated in the East for thousands of years, with cannabis as the primary medicine.
